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1. Introduction

This Statement forms part of the Appropriate Assessment (AA) of the adopted
Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 (‘The Plan’). This Concluding Statement is
the final stage of the AA process.

The Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 is a statutory document containing
policies, objectives, standards and guidelines as to how Galway City should develop
over the plan period. A Natura Impact Report (NIR) has been prepared by JBA
Consulting on behalf of Galway City Council (GCC) to inform the Appropriate
Assessment procedure to be conducted by GCC as the competent authority on the
Plan.

The NIR determined the potential impacts that may occur through the
implementation of the Plan. General mitigation measures have been provided in the
NIR to prevent significant effects on European Sites. Additionally, where actions may
occur in the implementation of the policies and objectives outlined in the Plan, project
level assessment of works will be required. Providing the recommended mitigation
measures are implemented, it is concluded that the Draft Plan, including the Material
Alterations that are adopted, will not have any significant effects on designated
European sites, alone or in combination with other plans or projects.

The purpose of this Concluding Statement is to summarise how the AA was
integrated with the various stages of the Plan process in order to ensure that the
ecological implications of the Plan do not impact upon any areas designated as
European Sites.

1.1 AA Conclusion Statement

Non-Statutory AA guidance (Department of Environment, Heritage and Local
Government, 2009) states that it “is recommended that planning authorities include a
clear and discrete AA Conclusion Statement as a distinct section in the written
statement of the plan separate to the SEA statement .”

This guidance recommends that the following issues are addressed by the AA
Conclusion Statement:

e Summary of how the findings of the AA were factored into the Plan (see Section
2);

e A determination that the Plan as adopted will not have an adverse effect on the
integrity of European Sites (provided at Section 4); and

e The NIR (the AA NIR is accompanied by this AA Conclusion Statement and has
informed the AA Determination - see Section 4).

As recommended, this AA Conclusion Statement addresses the above issues.

The AA Conclusion Statement has been prepared in line with the requirements of
Article 6(3) of the EU Habitats Directive (Directive 92/43/EEC) on the Conservation of
Natural Habitats and of Wild Fauna and Flora; the Planning and Development Act
2000 (as amended); and the European Communities (Birds and Natural Habitats)
Regulations 2011 (S.I. No. 477/2011). It is also informed by guidance documents
listed in Section 1 of the NIR, including the Appropriate Assessment of Plans and
Projects in Ireland: Guidance for Planning Authorities, Department of Environment,
Heritage and Local Government (2010) and Office of the Planning Regulator: OPR
Practice Note PNO1 - Appropriate Assessment Screening for Development
Management (2021).



2. How the Findings of the Appropriate Assessment Were Factored
into the Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029

The Plan was prepared in an iterative manner whereby the Plan and AA documents
have informed subsequent versions of the other. During this process, the findings of
the AA were integrated into the Plan through mitigation measures. This ensures that
there will be no significant effects to the integrity of any European site identified
within the Zone of Influence of the plan area, from implementation of the Plan.

A source-pathway-receiver model was used to determine which European sites could
be potentially impacted as a result of implementation of the Plan. For this NIR, the
Zone of Influence was determined to be within 15km of Galway City. However, this
was extended to 35km for surface water pathways where there are hydrological links
to a European site with Freshwater Pearl Mussel as a Qualifying Feature. A total of 11
European Sites are located within 15km, and are hydrogeologically connected to
Galway City, so may be impacted by measures implemented within the city and
therefore required further assessment:

o Galway Bay Complex SAC (within plan boundary)
o Lough Corrib SAC (within plan boundary)

o Lough Corrib SPA (within plan boundary)

o Inner Galway Bay SPA (within plan boundary)
o Castle Taylor Complex SAC

J Lough Fingall Complex SAC

o Kilternan Turlough SAC

o Ardrahan Grassland SAC

o Rahasane Turlough SAC

o Rahasane Turlough SPA

) Cregganna Marsh SPA

Screening of sites and policies

The AA Screening Process screened in the above sites, with particular focus on those
within the Plan Boundary, namely Galway Bay Complex SAC, Inner Galway Bay SPA,
Lough Corrib SAC and Lough Corrib SPA.

A second screening process was then conducted on the policies themselves, and
many policies and objectives were screened out given the lack of applicability to the
source-pathway-receiver model used. The objectives and policies of the Plan that
have the potential to affect European sites are outlined in full in the NIR. Of the ~570
policies and objectives, 155 were screened in for potential impact using screening
categories for development policies adapted from The Habitats Regulations
Assessment Handbook, UK (DTA, 2021). The elements of the Plan with potential for
significant impact as identified (the 155 policies screened in) are further examined
and rationale provided for their inclusion i.e. why they were screened in. However a
total of 16 policies directly protect the sites, and a further 47 policies/specific
objectives provide indirect support or protection. Both categories of mitigation are
necessary to provide for a coherent Natura 2000 network.

The precautionary principle was adhered to in the carrying out of this assessment.



Potential Impacts

Impacts of the plan can be direct, such as habitat loss, fragmentation or degradation,
or indirect such as disturbance or pollution from construction, transportation etc.
They can include long-term effects associated with the operational phase of proposed
developments or general population growth, and short-term effects arising from
construction phases. The relative importance of these potential impacts will vary from
site to site depending on the conservation objectives. The general impacts to the
qualifying interests of European sites associated with elements of the Plan potentially
include:

e Construction related impacts including habitat loss, fragmentation,
introduction of invasive non-native species and changes in water quality.
Changes in water quality are particularly important for sites that have a
surface water connection, and protection of groundwater contamination is
important for those that are hydrogeologically connected.

e Operational related impacts include increased ongoing disturbance in sensitive
areas, ongoing run-off such as stormwater and foul water drainage. The
operational level impacts are particularly important for zonings in and around
the sites. Given the objective of increased growth the provision of
infrastructure is a key consideration including wastewater treatment and
drainage systems facilities, which could result in ongoing operational impacts.

An assessment of the potential in-combination effects of the Plan is also provided in
the NIR. This includes high level Regional and National, as well as current major
plans and projects taking place within Galway City.

Where potential effects were identified, the following solutions were considered:

o amending an objective or policy of the Draft Plan so that significant effects on
European sites are avoided.

. including a caveat or conditional approach to indicate that before certain
policies or objectives are implemented certain things have to happen so that
when implemented, will have no significant effect, or adversely impact on the
integrity of a European site.

o recommending that additional mitigation policies be included or that certain
objectives/policies be rejected so as to ensure that significant adverse effects
on the Conservation Objectives of European sites are avoided.

2.1 Material Amendments

Following the consultation process, material amendments were made to the draft
Plan. 124 Proposed Material Alterations to the Plan were assessed for impact. The
majority of the adjustments were screened out, but 31 Proposed Material Alterations
were screened in. It was considered that the Plan contained sufficient inherent
mitigation that, combined with project-level assessment and mitigation within the AA
process, that Natura 2000 sites would not be impacted from the Proposed Material
Alterations that were screened in. It was concluded that none of the Proposed
Material Alterations had potential for significant effects on the Natura Network.

The findings of the AA Process on the draft Plan and the Material Alterations were
incorporated into the Plan through the inclusion of inherent mitigation in a number of
policies. Review of the proposed zonings ensured avoidance of inappropriate
development being permitted in areas of high ecological sensitivity.



Public Consultation:

The Draft plan and associated documents, including the NIR was put on public
display, in accordance with legislative requirements, from 28th January 2022 to 13th
April 2022. The documents were also sent to all prescribed bodies and submissions
invited. A total of 230 submissions were received during the Draft Plan public
consultation period. All submissions were taken into account, including those from
the National Parks and Wildlife Service.

The Draft NIR was revised and up-dated to reflect recommended amendments to the
Draft Development Plan in September 2022, and the Proposed Material Alterations to
the Draft Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 in October 2022. Public
consultation on the Proposed Material Alterations and updated environmental
assessments including the updated NIR took place on the 8% September 2022 to 6th
October 2022. A total of 108 submissions were received during the Proposed Material
Alterations public consultation period.

Reasons for choosing the plan as adopted

During the preparation of the development plan process both the SEA Environmental
Report and the NIR have been closely aligned. For the purposes of the Development
Plan review, three alternative development strategies for the city were evaluated in
order to achieve the best sustainable development option. The alternatives considered
were as follows:

Scenario 1 - Continue Density Strategy (Al)
Scenario 2 - Increase Density Strategy (A2)
Scenario 3 - Sustainable Neighbourhoods (A3)

The SEA process is reported on separately in the SEA Statement and includes an
evaluation of scenarios considered. The NIR informed the evaluation of scenarios and
the ‘Sustainable Neighbourhoods’ scenario was considered to be the preferred
development option which best achieves the sustainable and balanced development of
the city, and compact development will act in the best interests of Biodiversity, Flora
and Fauna as there will be limited anthropogenic disturbance and urban sprawl, with
the increased potential of streamlined management of blue and green spaces. The
GCDP, with its supporting policies and objectives, has been developed to achieve and
implement this preferred plan scenario.

Monitoring

The AA process will continue to apply in the implementation of the Plan and
monitoring measures are integrated into the SEA monitoring process. Monitoring
commences once the Development Plan comes into force and continues over the
period of the Plan. The monitoring process shall be carried out on an ongoing basis
through the assessment of planning applications and environmental monitoring
programmes. Indicators identified in the SEA monitoring are indicative and may
change over the period of the Plan, taking into consideration factors such as changes
to monitoring programmes over time and the monitoring arrangements of other
stakeholders.

A review of the monitoring programme is integrated into the development plan
review process. A preliminary report on SEA monitoring will be prepared to coincide
with the Chief Executive’s Report to Elected Members on progress reached in
achieving Plan objectives and targets, within two years of the making of the Plan.



Conclusion

Galway City Council, having examined the NIR of the Galway City Development Plan
2023-2029 along with submissions and observations received, are in agreement with
the conclusion of the NIR.

Galway City Council have determined that having incorporated mitigation measures,
the Plan, will not have a significant adverse effect on the integrity of European sites
either alone or in combination with other plans and projects. This is based on best
scientific knowledge, including the nature of potential impacts that may arise from
the Plan and the implementation of mitigation measures proposed therein.

An Appropriate Assessment Determination is being made in relation to the potential for the
Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 that is being adopted to have effects on the integrity of
European sites.

As part of the AA, it was identified that the Plan may, if unmitigated, have significant effects on
11 (no.) European sites. Factors that could potentially affect the integrity of the European sites
include:

e Provisions (such as those relating to climate action, housing and sustainable
neighbourhoods, mobility and transportation, heritage, recreation and amenity,
economy, enterprise, retail, community, culture, placemaking and urban design,
environment and infrastructure, urban regeneration) that introduce sources for effects
through the construction phase of developments such as habitat loss, habitat
degradation and fragmentation, pollution, hydrological interactions and disturbance
effects, and

e Pressures from the operational phase of developments- these sources could result in habitat
disturbance effects and interactions with water quality.




e The undersigned, having carefully considered the information referred to above agrees
with and adopts the reasoning and conclusions presented and determines that:

e Implementation of the plan could have the potential to result in effects to the integrity
of European site, if unmitigated.

e The risks to the safeguarding and integrity of the qualifying interests, special conservation
interests and conservation objectives of the European sites have been addressed by the
inclusion of mitigation measures that will prioritise the avoidance of effects in the first place
and reliably mitigate effects where these cannot be avoided. In addition, all lower level plans
and projects arising through the implementation of the Plan will themselves be subject to the
AA process, when further details of design and location are known.

e In-combination effects from interactions with other plans and projects have been
considered in this assessment and the mitigation measures have been incorporated into
the plan. These measures are robust and will ensure that there will be no effects on the
integrity of European sites as a result of implementation of the Plan either alone or in-
combination with other plans/projects.

e Havingincorporated mitigation measures, the Planis not foreseento give rise to any effect
on the integrity of European sites, alone or in-combination with other plans or projects
(except as provided for in Article 6(4) of the Habitats Directive, viz. there must be: (a) no
alternative solution available, (b) imperative reasons of overriding public interest for the
planto process; and (c) Adequate compensatory measures in place.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This Natura Impact Report (NIR) has been prepared as part of the assessment of the Galway
City Development Plan (2023-2029). The Appropriate Assessment Screening and the NIR
assess the impacts of the Plan alone, and in combination with other plans and projects, on the
conservation objectives of the Natura 2000 network. The assessment considers, where
necessary, mitigation or avoidance measures to address any potential adverse impacts arising
from the Plan.

The NIR has been prepared by JBA Consulting on behalf of Galway City Council (GCC) to
inform the Appropriate Assessment procedure to be conducted by GCC as the competent
authority on the Plan.

The Conservation of Natural Habitats and Wild Fauna and Flora, known as the ‘Habitats
Directive’ (Directive 92/43/EEC), provides legal protection for habitats and species of European
importance. Article 2 of the Directive requires the maintenance or restoration of habitats and
species of European Community interest, at a favourable conservation status. Articles 3 - 9
provide the legislative means to protect habitats and species of Community interest through the
establishment and conservation of an EU-wide network of sites known as Natura 2000. Natura
2000 are Special Areas of Conservation (SACs) designated under the Habitats Directive and
Special Protection Areas (SPAs) designated under the Conservation of Wild Birds Directive
(2009/147/EC). The Appropriate Assessment process, as used in this report, fulfils Article 3
and 4 of the Habitats Directive, which provides for an assessment of plans which are likely to
have a significant effect on any Natura 2000 site, in view of the site's conservation objectives.

With a population growth target set by the Regional Spatial and Economic Strategy (RSES) for
the city to grow to a population of 120,000 over the next twenty years, the Plan sets out the
spatial framework as to how this targeted growth ambition will be enabled over the next six
years and how it will build the foundation for further growth in the longer term. This growth has
to be linked to achieving the UN 2030 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), in particular
the actions on combatting climate change and its impacts, together with sustainable
management of environmental resources including biodiversity.

A source-pathway-receiver model was used to determine which European sites could be
potentially impacted as a result of implementation of the Plan. For this NIR, the Zone of
Influence was determined to be within 15km of Galway City. However, this was extended to
35km for surface water pathways where there are hydrological links to a European site with
Freshwater Pearl Mussel as a Qualifying Feature. A total of 11 European Sites are located
within 15km, and are hydrogeologically connected to Galway City, so may be impacted by
measures implemented within the city and therefore required further assessment. Four of these
11 sites were within the Plan Boundary. The 11 sites are:

The AA Screening Process screened in the above sites, with particular focus on those within
the Plan Boundary.

The identification of pathways and impacts is not intended to be exhaustive at this high level,
but instead, provide a screening process to allow for policies to be enhanced, providing for
mitigation or avoidance of impacts. Furthermore, potential in-combination impacts are
assessed, for the policies themselves with each other, and with other major projects in the plan
area as well as national, regional and key local plans.

A substantial and comprehensive set of mitigations measures have been provided within the
policies themselves, so policies for development are offset by policies for the protection of the
Natura 2000 network and promotion of biodiversity at the local level (See Chapter 5 of this
report). The mitigation is broken into two categories:

e those contained within the draft Galway City Development Plan that directly protect
European sites within the Natura 2000 network e.g. provision of protection through the
Appropriate Assessment process at the project level; and

e those which indirectly protect European sites within the Natura 2000 network e.g. the
provision of blue and green spaces; protection of Local Biodiversity Areas.

A total of 16 policies directly protect the sites, and a further 47 policies/specific objectives
provide indirect support or protection. Both categories of mitigation are necessary to provide
for a coherent Natura 2000 network.

Material Amendments: The Elected Members of Galway City Council, have considered the
Draft Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 and the Chief Executive’s Report in respect of
the submissions received during the public display period and have passed a resolution that




the Draft Development Plan be amended. The proposed amendments constitute proposed
Material Alterations to the Draft GCDP. These are considered in Chapter 6 of the document,
but do not change the conclusions of the NIR.

Conclusion: The conclusion of the NIR is that implementation of the Plan has the potential to
result in impacts to the integrity of the Natura 2000 site, if unmitigated. The protection of the
integrity of the Natura 2000 network is addressed by the inclusion of mitigation measures that
will prioritise the avoidance of impacts in the first place and mitigate impacts where these cannot
be avoided, as well as a number of policies to promote biodiversity at the local level. In addition,
all lower level plans and projects arising through the implementation of the Plan will themselves
be subject to the Appropriate Assessment process.

With due regard to the incorporation of the robust mitigation measures, it is considered that the
Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 will not have a significant adverse effect on the
integrity of the European sites within the Natura 2000 network examined in this assessment.

1.2

Introduction

Background

Galway City Council (GCC) has prepared the Draft Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 (GCDP) under the
Planning and Development Act 2000-2010 (as amended). The Plan has been prepared in the context of national and
regional planning frameworks, namely the National Planning Framework (NPF) and the Regional Spatial and
Economic Strategy (RSES) and Metropolitan Area Strategic Plan (MASP) for Galway, which designates Galway as a
Regional City that has the potential for significant population and economic growth through focused investment in a
sustainable and inclusive manner. The Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 is being prepared in a changed
context from that of the current plan. The national focus on the need for climate change mitigation and adaptation with
the adoption of the National Climate Action Plan (2019) will bring more focus to the core strategy of the Plan. While
the Plan is in place for a six-year period, it is framed having regard to the long-term development objectives of the
City, to align with national and regional spatial plans. The Plan governs the whole functional area of Galway City
Council. The Plan, when adopted, will replace the Galway City Development Plan 2017 - 2023.

This plan provides for, and manages, the physical, economic, and social development of the City, in the interests of
the overall common good, and in compliance with environmental legislation. It includes a set of development
objectives and standards, which set out where land is to be developed, and for what purposes (e.g. housing, retail,
education, schools, employment, open space, amenity, conservation etc). It informs decisions on where public
services such as roads and water infrastructure are to be provided and affects the type of buildings that can be
constructed and how land is utilised. It influences many facets of daily economic and social life, in terms of where
people can live, what services and facilities are available and where job opportunities are to be sited.

JBA Consulting Ireland Ltd. has been commissioned by Galway City Council to undertake a Natura Impact Report
(NIR) in relation to the Galway City Development Plan 2023 - 2029.

Material Amendments: The Elected Members of Galway City Council, have considered the Draft Galway City
Development Plan 2023-2029 and the Chief Executive’s Report in respect of the submissions received during the
public display period and have passed a resolution that the Draft Development Plan be amended. The proposed
amendments constitute proposed Material Alterations to the Draft GCDP. These are considered in Chapter 6 of the
document, but do not change the conclusions of the NIR.

Legislative Context

Directive 92/43/EEC on the Conservation of Natural Habitats and Wild Fauna and Flora, known as the ‘Habitats
Directive’ - provides legal protection for habitats and species of European importance. Article 2 of the Directive
requires the maintenance or restoration of habitats and species of European Community interest, at a favourable
conservation status. Articles 3 - 9 provide the legislative means to protect habitats and species of Community interest
through the establishment and conservation of an EU-wide network of sites known as European Sites. European
Sites are Special Areas of Conservation (SACs) designated under the Habitats Directive and Special Protection Areas
(SPAs) designated under the Conservation of Wild Birds Directive (79 / 409 / EEC).

Articles 6(3) and 6(4) of the Habitats Directive set out the decision-making tests for plans or projects affecting
European Sites. Article 6(3) establishes the requirement for Appropriate Assessment:

“Any plan or project not directly connected with or necessary to the management of the site but likely to have a
significant effect thereon, either individually or in combination with other plans or projects, shall be subject to
appropriate assessment of its implications for the site in view of the site's conservation objectives. In the light of the
conclusions of the assessment of the implications for the site and subject to the provisions of paragraph 4, the
competent national authorities shall agree to the plan or project only after having ascertained that it will not adversely
affect the integrity of the site concerned and, if appropriate, after having obtained the opinion of the general public.”

Article 6(4) deals with the steps that should be taken when it is determined, as a result of Appropriate Assessment,
that a plan/project will adversely affect a European site. Issues dealing with alternative solutions, imperative reasons
of overriding public interest and compensatory measures need to be addressed in this case.

Article 6(4) states:
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“If, in spite of a negative assessment of the implications for the site and in the absence of alternative solutions, a plan
or project must nevertheless be carried out for imperative reasons of overriding public interest, including those of a
social or economic nature, the Member States shall take all compensatory measures necessary to ensure that the
overall coherence of Natura 2000 is protected. It shall inform the Commission of the compensatory measures
adopted.

Where the site concerned hosts a priority natural habitat type and / or a priority species, the only considerations which
may be raised are those relating to human health or public safety, to beneficial consequences of primary importance
for the environment or, further to an opinion from the Commission, to other imperative reasons of overriding public
interest.”

The requirements of Articles 6(3) and 6(4) of the Habitats Directive have been transposed into Irish legislation by
means of the Habitats Regulations, 1997 (S.I. No. 94 of 1997) and the European Communities (Birds and Natural
Habitats) Regulations 2011 (S.I. No. 477 / 2011).

Appropriate Assessment Process

Guidance on the Appropriate Assessment (AA) process was produced by the European Commission in 2002, which
was subsequently developed into guidance specifically for Ireland by the Department of Environment, Heritage and
Local Government (DOoEHLG). These guidance documents identify a staged approach to conducting an AA, as shown
in Error!

Guidance for Planning Authorities, DEHLG, 2009, revised 2010).

Stage 1 - Screening for AA
The initial, screening stage of the Appropriate Assessment is to determine:

e whether the proposed plan or project is directly connected with or necessary for the management of the
European designated site for nature conservation

o f it is likely to have a significant adverse effect on the European designated site, either individually or in
combination with other plans or projects

For those sites where, potential adverse impacts are identified, either alone or in combination with other plans or
projects, further assessment is necessary to determine if the proposals will have an adverse impact on the integrity
of a European designated site, in view of the site’s conservation objectives (i.e. the process proceeds to Stage 2).

Stage 2 - AA

This stage requires a more in-depth evaluation of the plan or project, and the potential direct and indirect impacts of
them on the integrity and interest features of the European designated site(s), alone and in-combination with other
plans and projects, taking into account the site's structure, function and conservation objectives. Where required,
mitigation or avoidance measures will be suggested.

The competent authority can only agree to the plan or project after having ascertained that it will not adversely affect
the integrity of the site(s) concerned. If this cannot be determined, and where mitigation cannot be achieved, then
alternative solutions will need to be considered (i.e. the process proceeds to Stage 3).

Stage 3 - Alternative Solutions

Where adverse impacts on the integrity of European Sites are identified, and mitigation cannot be satisfactorily
implemented, alternative ways of achieving the objectives of the plan or project that avoid adverse impacts need to
be considered. If none can be found, the process proceeds to Stage 4.
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Stage 4 - IROPI

Where adverse impacts of a plan or project on the integrity of European Sites are identified and no alternative solutions
exist, the plan will only be allowed to progress if imperative reasons of overriding public interest can be demonstrated.
In this case compensatory measures will be required.

The process only proceeds through each of the four stages for certain plans or projects. For example, for a plan or
project, not connected with management of a site, but where no likely significant impacts are identified, the process
stops at stage 1. Throughout the process, the precautionary principle must be applied, so that any uncertainties do
not result in adverse impacts on a site.

Desktop Survey

A desktop survey was conducted of available published and unpublished information, along with a review of data
available on the National Parks and Wildlife Service (NPWS) and National Biodiversity Data Centre (NBDC) web-
based databases, in order to identify key habitats and species (including legally protected and species of conservation
concern) that may be present within ecologically relevant distances from the scheme as explained below. The data
sources below were consulted for the desktop study:

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Zone of Influence

The Plan will primarily affect the City only, but a wider zone of influence (ZOl) is used for potential impacts relating to
noise disturbance, air pollution, surface water and any supporting habitat for SAC/SPA species.

For this NIR, the ZOI was determined to be within 15km of Galway City. However, this was extended to 35km for
surface water pathways where there are hydrological links to a European site with Freshwater Pearl Mussel as a
Qualifying Feature. Further details of this are in Section 3.

Limitations and Constraints

The assessment necessarily relies on some assumptions and it was inevitably subject to some limitations. These do
not affect the conclusion, but the following points are recorded in order to ensure the basis of the assessment is clear:

e The City Development Plan is a higher-level plan and includes policies to ensure that lower tier plans and
projects are subject to the AA process where required. Therefore, this assessment cannot include any detailed
assessment of any projects that may arise as a result of this Plan. Where broad level assessments are
required to determine the potential for cumulative or in-combination impacts, the precautionary principle is
used.

e Much of the implementation and monitoring of the plan is dependent on collaboration with stakeholders and
a range of agencies. The implementation of the Plan will also depend on the economic climate, political
support, council funding and availability of funding from other sources. It is not possible to predict with certainty
where these can be relied upon or where unpredictable changes will occur. However, the assumption is made
that in all instance's legislation will be followed and further AA will occur where needed by the Competent
Authority.

e Any changes to the Plan will require re-assessment by a suitably qualified Ecologist to determine if further
screening and assessment will be required. In all instances of this assessment, the precautionary principle is
used.

Consultation

Under the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) process, a scoping letter was also sent to Environmental
Authorities. This consultation identified the range of environmental issues and the level of detail to be included in the
SEA Environmental Report. Scoping submissions made by the Environmental Protection Agency and the Department
of Tourism, Culture, Arts, Gaeltacht, Sports and Media included issues relating to the Appropriate Assessment
process and informed the drafting of this NIR. Section 2 of the SEA details the scoping submissions received.
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Galway City Development Plan 2023 - 2029

Background

The Plan consists of a written statement and maps. The Core Strategy informs the policies and objectives of the Plan
and the maps provide a graphic representation of the key elements of the Plan.

Profile of Galway City

Galway City is located within County Galway on the west coast of Ireland in the province of Connacht (see Figure
2-1). Galway City has a population of 79,900 (Census 2016), covers an area of 50.5km? and has a coastline of 21km.
It is a successful regional city, which contributes greatly to the wider economy. The Development Plan is set within
the provisions of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) and the strategic framework established by
national and regional plans, policies and guidelines. Project Ireland 2040 National Planning Framework (NPF) and
the Northern and Western Assembly’s Regional Spatial and Economic Strategy 2020-2032 (RSES) includes
objectives to develop Galway City as a regional city and driver of national growth. The city is identified as a place with
potential to compete internationally and provide a high-quality urban living environment, with significant city centre
potential for regeneration.

The NPF targets the population of Galway City to grow by 40,000 to 45,000 people by 2040 which is an increase of
approximately 55%. It also targets half of the homes to accommodate this population increase to be located within
the existing built footprints on lands which include key regeneration/brownfield sites, infill sites and underutilised lands
at locations that are well served by existing and planned public transport, amenity, social and community
infrastructure.

The RSES supports the implementation of the NPF and includes a Metropolitan Area Strategic Plan (MASP) for
Galway. The MASP identifies key infrastructure, services and facilities that will be required to support sustainable city
growth and regeneration. It sets out how the NPF population targets can be met in accordance with the principles of
sustainable development with the aim to deliver compact growth. The population target for the city is to reach 102,900
by 2026, an increase of 23,000 from the Census 2016 population of 79,900. Longer term to 2031, the population
target is for the city to grow by a further 12,000 to reach a population of 114,900. Further refinement of these
projections was carried out at county /city level by the ESRI and published as Housing Supply Target Methodology
for Development Planning (Section 28 guidelines DHLGH 2020), these have informed the Core Strategy of the Plan.

Core Strategy of Plan

The Plan builds on the review of the 2017-2023 City Development Plan and is required to set out a strategy for the
growth and development of Galway City, consistent with national and regional spatial plans.

The Core Strategy has been developed in line with the vision for Galway and includes for a settlement strategy that
supports the city to transition to a low carbon, climate resilient city. This can be achieved by implementation of a
compact growth approach, increased integration between land use and transportation, increased sustainable mobility
and sustainable use and management of environmental resources.

The Core Strategy supports an integrated sustainable land use and transportation strategy. To deliver on the compact
growth approach and NPF growth targets, it seeks to concentrate a significant amount of development that is, at least
half of all new homes within the built footprint of the city and thereby accord with sustainable principles and the NPF
/IRSES objectives. It has a focus on the growth of regeneration and opportunity sites, these include predominately
lands suitable for a mix of uses with capacity for residential delivery. These sites included legacy regeneration sites
from the 2017 -2023 City Development Plan - Ceannt Station, Inner Harbour and lands in the Headford Road area.
Many of these sites generally have spatial advantages such as close proximity to the city core, a location along an
existing /planned high frequency bus route, good proximity and access to employment, services and amenities. The
Strategy also includes a key urban extension on the east side of the city at Ardaun, which is a nationally designated
Maijor Urban Housing Delivery Site. The balance of development is for consolidation of the existing suburbs, including
Knocknacarra, Rahoon and Castlegar. The Core Strategy approach to compact growth is further supported by an
increasing focus on place making, public realm measures and enhancement of amenity and recreational opportunities.



The City Development Plan is underpinned by a number of key frameworks, policies and strategies. These include
The NPF, RSES, UN Sustainable Development Goals, Climate Action, Planning Guidelines and a number of
Environmental Reports including this Nature Impact Report. This Natura Impact Report informs the Competent
Authority for Appropriate Assessment of the overall Plan.

Further information on the background to the Plan can be found in the introduction of the Plan.

Galway City Development Plan is an overall strategy for the proper planning and sustainable development of the area
of Galway City from 2023 to 2029.

The Plan consists of a Written Statement and maps. The Core Strategy informs the policies and objectives of Chapters

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Appropriate Assessment Screening Conclusions

Introduction

Assessment of the potential impacts of Galway City Development Plans aims, objectives, strategies and policies within
the Plan as described, is required under regulation 42 of the European Communities (Birds and Natural Habitats)
Regulations 2011 (S.1. No. 477 of 2011).

This section aims to identify whether the proposed Plans aims, objectives, strategies and policies are likely to have a
significant effect, either alone, or in-combination with other projects and plans, on the European Sites within the ZOI.

The 'screening' process follows the 'precautionary principle' and addresses and records the reasoning and
conclusions in relation to the first two tests of Article 6(3) of the Habitats Directive:

e Is the plan or programme directly connected to or necessary for the management of the site; and

e Will the plan or programme, alone or in-combination with other plans and projects, have a significant effect
on a European site in view of its conservation objectives.

If the effects are deemed to be significant, potentially significant or uncertain, then the plan or programme that is under
assessment is subject to a Stage 2 Appropriate Assessment, reported in the form of a NIR.

The aims, objectives, strategies and policies of Galway City Development Plan are not directly connected to the
management of any European Sites; however, they could have potential to cause significant effects on European
Sites.

Findings of the Screening Process

Seventy-one European Sites were screened for potential impacts as they were determined to be within at least one
of the ZOls of the Plan (see Appendix A). Connectivity via river catchments, groundwater aquifer zones to identify
possible interactions with the Plan area and designated sites outside the 15km area.

Four European Sites are within Galway City, namely, Lough Corrib SAC, Galway Bay Complex SAC, Inner Galway
Bay SPA and Lough Corrib SPA. These four European Sites will require further assessment for potential impacts.

Of the 67 European Sites outside of Galway City, 14 European Sites are within 15km and are hydrologically connected
via surface or groundwater connections (see Appendix A). Eight of these 14 sites are anticipated to be impacted due
to the hydrogeological connection between the sites and Galway City, with the remainder being upstream and unlikely
to be affected.

The remaining 59 European Sites will not be assessed further due to a lack of hydrological connection and/or they
are located too far upstream of Galway City to be impacted upon (see Appendix A).

Of the 11 screened in European Sites, Lough Corrib SAC has Freshwater Pearl Mussel as a Qualifying Interest and
is located within and to the north of Galway City. However, a review of the Conservation Objectives of Lough Corrib
SAC shows that no Freshwater Pearl Mussel is located within the Plan area (NPWS, 2017).

A detailed assessment of individual elements of the Plan likely to give rise to impacts to European Sites is included in
Appendix B.

Conclusion of Screening Process

In conclusion, a total of 11 European Sites are within 15km, and are hydrogeologically connected to Galway
City, so may be impacted by measures implemented within the city and so require further assessment.

The 11 European Sites with may be impacted and require Stage 2 Appropriate Assessment are presented in
Table 3-1 their conservation objectives are listed in Appendix E.

Qualifying Interests

The Qualifying interests for the European Sites that were screened in are provided in Appendix A.Designated habitat
types and species within the screened in SACs and SPAs have potential to be affected by the implementation of the
proposed Plan.

Conservation Objectives

The overall aim of the Habitats Directive is to maintain or restore the favourable conservation status of habitats and
species of community interest. The maintenance of habitats and species within European Sites at favourable
conservation condition will contribute to the overall maintenance of favourable conservation status of those habitats
and species at a national level.

Conservation objectives for SACs and SPAs (i.e. sites within the European sites network) are required for the habitats
and species for which the sites are selected. Detailed site-specific conservation objectives have been provided for the
majority of SACs and SPAs, which can be found within the Conservation Objectives document for each site on the
NPWS website and Appendix E. Generic conservation objectives have been compiled for the remaining SAC and
SPAs.

The overall aim of conservation objectives is for the maintenance or restoration of the favourable conservation
conditions of the Annex | habitats and/or the Annex Il species for which a SAC has been selected, under which the
site-specific objectives contain more detailed attributes, measures and targets.

Favourable conservation status of a habitat is achieved when:

e its natural range, and area it covers within that range, are stable or increasing, and

o the specific structure and functions which are necessary for its long-term maintenance exist and are likely to
continue to exist for the foreseeable future, and

o the conservation status of its typical species is favourable.
The favourable conservation status of a species is achieved when:
e population dynamics data on the species concerned indicate that it is maintaining itself on a long-term basis
as a viable component of its natural habitats, and

o the natural range of the species is neither being reduced nor is likely to be reduced for the foreseeable future,
and

e there is, and will probably continue to be, a sufficiently large habitat to maintain its populations on a long-term
basis.

The conservation objectives for SPAs are also to maintain or restore the favourable conservation condition of the bird
species listed as Special Conservation Interests for SPAs, which are defined by the following list of attributes and
targets;

o Population trend; Measure of percentage change and whether the long-term population trend stable or
increasing.
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o Distribution: Number, range, timing and intensity of use of areas. There is to be no significant decrease in the
range, timing or intensity of use of areas by golden plover, other than that occurring from natural patterns of
variation.

The conservation objective for non-breeding birds Special Conservation Interests for SPAs are as follows:
e To maintain the favourable conservation condition of the non-breeding water bird Special Conservation
Interest species listed for a SPA.

e To maintain the favourable conservation condition of the wetland habitat for a SPA as a resource for the
regularly occurring migratory water birds that utilise it.

The conservation objectives were considered when carrying out the AA screening process for the Galway City
Development Plan that may potentially impact on European Sites.

Potential Cumulative Impacts

Given the specificity of the relevant plans and project developments in Appendix D, to the City, their connectivity in
terms of surface water, groundwater and land & air pathways to the European Sites is likely to be similar. With this in
consideration, it can be stated that cumulative impacts are anticipated. A more detailed assessment of potential
cumulative impacts is included in Section 4.6 and Appendix D.
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Natura Impact Report

Introduction

This NIR aims to determine whether the proposed Plan would result in significant adverse impacts on the integrity of
any European site with respect to the site’s structure, function, and/ or conservation objectives as defined in Appendix
E. It also aims to provide supporting information for the competent authority to carry out an Appropriate Assessment
of the proposed Plan.

Potential impacts that may arise are outlined below and discussed in further detail to determine significance based on
their impact upon the overall integrity of the relevant European sites and their conservation objectives. Their
conservation objectives are in Appendix E.

Existing Environment

This section summarises the relevant existing environment within the Plan boundaries and its surroundings. All
relevant baseline data is considered to be information on the conditions necessary for the maintenance of European
sites.

Surface water bodies

Rivers
There are two main rivers within the Plan boundary, namely the Corrib River and the Terryland River.

The Corrib River flows north to south from Lough Corrib to Galway Bay. The river is part of the Lough Corrib SAC and
discharges directly into the Galway Bay Complex SAC and Inner Galway Bay SPA (see Figure 4-2). Under the Water
Framework Directive (WFD) Status 2013 - 2018 the Corrib River has been assigned a Good Status (EPA, 2021).

The Terryland River is approximately 4km long and discharges into the River Corrib (see Figure 4-2). Under the WFD
Status 2013 - 2018 the Terryland River had been assigned a poor status . Recent monitoring indicates that there have
been slight improvement to water quality and the water body is now classified as of "Moderate Status".

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Knocknacarragh Stream, Tonabrocky Stream and Bearna Stream also have been sampled, with variable results. The
upper reaches of the Bearna Stream have Good status (Q-Value of 4), but downstream this degrades to a Q3.

Lakes
Two main lakes are located within the Plan area, namely Lough Corrib and Lake West of Coolagh (see Figure 4-2).

Lough Corrib is located mainly to the north of the Plan boundary and includes the Lough Corrib SPA and Lough Corrib
SAC. Under the WFD Status 2013 - 2018 Lough Corrib has been assigned a Goo Status (EPA, 2021).

Lake West of Coolagh is located within the Plan area and close to the River Corrib. The lake discharges into the River
Corrib. The lake is within the Lough Corrib SAC. The lake has not been assigned a status under the WFD Status 2013
- 2018 (EPA, 2021).

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Groundwater

Under the WFD Status 2013 - 2018 groundwater bodies within the Plan boundary have been assigned a Good status
(EPA, 2021).The Plan area is also split into two aquifers divided in the north-west to south-east direction. The eastern
area is composed of "Regionally Important Aquifer", and the western area is composed of "Poor Bedrock Aquifer"
(GSlI, 2021a).

There are 23 Karst features present and all are located in the eastern extent of the development draft Plan area. They
consist of springs, boreholes enclosed depressions and superficial solution features.

While it is recognised that coastal and riverine habitats within the Plan boundary are vulnerable to impact arising from
developments, another factor for consideration are the potential ex situ impacts on groundwater dependant European
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sites located within inland sites in East and South Galway. Groundwater-dependant features reflect a highly karstified
region. Changes to the hydrogeological regime which may arise through dewatering or abstractions from ground
water, or contamination of groundwater may occur through poor working practices, leakages or accidental spillage of
materials if efficient pollution control measures are not fully implemented and maintained. There is potential for
changes in the water table and contamination of groundwater resources through karst features and underground
conduits at a distance from a development as a result of the karst geology in the region.

Groundwater impacts are relevant only to development in the east of the city and surrounds, which are underlain by
karst limestone.

Elements of the Draft Plan with Potential for Significant Impacts

Development for housing, business, infrastructure, services and recreation/tourism promoted as part of the City
Development Plan can potentially have adverse impacts on the habitats and species for which European sites are
designated.

These impacts can be direct, such as habitat loss, fragmentation or degradation, or indirect such as disturbance or
pollution from construction, transportation etc. They can include long-term effects associated with the operational
phase of proposed developments or general population growth, and short-term effects arising from construction
phases.

This chapter identifies the potential impacts and their pathways to European sites within and adjacent to plan area
which may arise as a result of the Galway City Development Plan.

As outlined in the EC guidance on the assessment of plans and projects affecting European sites (EC, 2002), impacts
that could potentially occur through the implementation of the proposed Plan are as follows in Table 4-4 below.

to Lough Corrib SAC/SPA, Galway Bay SAC and Inner Galway Bay SPA and any other important locally

connected water-dependent aquatic habitats downstream.
e The potential adverse impacts on groundwater dependant European sites within the ZOI of the Plan area.

e The impact of noise disturbance to qualifying species of proximate SPA sites particularly Inner Galway Bay

SPA and Lough Corrib SPA.

e The size and scale of individual developments within the Plan area will determine the magnitude of impacts
on European sites.

e The policies and objectives outlined in the Plan will ensure that no elements of the Plan represent a risk to

the current range of qualifying habitats supported by European sites.

Rationale for Screening in Policies and identification of impacts.

Tables 4-5 works through the screened in policy objectives of the Plan (see Appendix C) and briefly details the main
rationale for inclusion for potential impact. Potential impacts arising from implementation of the plan may include:
Turbidity and siltation, pollution, changes to surface water flooding, changes to water quality, disturbance or increased
use of sensitive areas, and depending on the habitats present at the site habitat loss or fragmentation, habitat

community or simplification and physical damage.

Article 10 of the Habitats Directive and Ex-Situ Impacts

Article 10

Article 10 of the Habitats Directive refers to features outside of European sites which are of importance to species
protected under the Habitats Directive. Article 10 states:

"Member States shall endeavour, where they consider it necessary, in their land-use planning and development
policies and, in particular, with a view to improving the ecological coherence of the Natura 2000 network, to encourage
the management of features of the landscape which are of major importance for wild fauna and flora.

Such features are those which, by virtue of their linear and continuous structure (such as rivers with their banks or the
traditional systems for marking field boundaries) or their function as stepping stones (such as ponds or small woods),
are essential for the mitigation, dispersal and genetic exchange of wild species."

Ex-situ Impacts

Ex-situ impacts relate to indirect impacts to European sites within a ZOl. Examples of indirect impacts include the
effects of habitat degradation on species, the downstream effects of reduced water quality on riparian or aquatic
habitats and the introduction of invasive non-native species. Indirect impacts relate to Article 10 of the Habitats
Directive in the maintenance of ecological corridors.

Annex Habitats and Species outside of European Sites

Many species are particularly mobile, and will utilise a variety of habitats for different reasons (e.g. during storm events
coastal birds may move inland for protection). A number of the land using zonings e.g. residential, industrial and
recreational uses have the potential to impact on qualifying habitats and species of European sites which may be
present in the plan area. Annexed habitats and species are found outside the European sites. A catchment-based
approach may be particularly useful for aquatic species.

The habitats and species detailed in Table 4-4 have been recorded from within the plan outline (compiled from the
ecology surveys for the N6 Galway City Ring Road Natura Impact Statement (Galway City Transport Project, 2018),
N6 Galway City Transport Project Route Selection Report (Arup 2015) and NBDC records).

National Plans and Projects with potential Cumulative and In-combination Effects

National Plans and Projects that could have potential cumulative and in-combination effects were identified and are
described below:

National Planning Framework - Project Ireland 2040

National Planning Framework - Project Ireland 2040 is the government’s long-term overarching strategy to make
Ireland a better country for all of its people. Alongside the development of physical infrastructure, Project Ireland 2040
supports business and communities across all of Ireland in realising their potential. The National Development
Plan and the National Planning Framework combine to form Project Ireland 2040. Development of infrastructure may
have localised adverse impacts. Actions that may arise as a result of Project Ireland 2040 will be considered at a
project level, which will ensure that any cumulative or in-combination impacts are addressed. A NIS was prepared for
the NPF and National Development Plan require adherence to the requirements of the Habitats Directive.

Due to the high-level nature of this Plan, it is not possible to determine with confidence the likely impacts or mitigation
measures required yet in detail. Any projects that may arise as a result of this plan will have a project level AA which
will assess these in detail and provide suitable mitigation measures where appropriate.

River Basin Management Plan for Ireland 2018-2021

The River Basin Management Plan (RBMP) (DoHLGH, 2018) for Ireland 2018-2021 sets out the actions that Ireland
will take to improve water quality and achieve ‘good’ ecological status in water bodies (rivers, lakes, estuaries and
coastal waters) by 2021 (DoHPLG, 2018a). Changes from previous River Basin Management Plans is that all River
Basin Districts are merged as one national River Basin District. The Plan provides a more coordinated framework for
improving the quality of our waters - to protect public health, the environment, water amenities and to sustain water-
intensive industries, including agri-food and tourism, particularly in rural Ireland.

The first cycle of River Basin Management Plans included the Western River Basin District - River Basin Management
Plan (ERBDMP) 2009 - 2015 (WFD, 2009). The plans summarised the water bodies that may not meet the
environmental objectives of the WFD by 2015 and identified which pressures are contributing to the environmental
objectives not being achieved. The plans described the classification results and identified measures that can be
introduced in order to safeguard waters and meet the environmental objectives of the WFD:

Prevent deterioration of water body status

Restore good status to water bodies
Achieve protected areas objectives
e Reduce chemical pollution of water bodies

With effective implementation of the RBMP, it can be expected to see the Plan’s ambitious suite of measures
translated into tangible improvements in water quality in over 700 water bodies around Ireland. The investment of
€1.7 billion in waste-water infrastructure over the period of this Plan to 2021 will see over 250 projects in urban areas
progressed and decisive steps towards sustainable and efficient water use will be taken. Assessment of risks to water
quality in the planning processes will be enhanced and there will be more analyses of water quality carried out at a
catchment level. Development related to the RBMP may have localised adverse impacts that will be assessed on a
project level, however; overall impacts that may arise as a result of the RBMP are likely to be positive in nature. Due
to the high-level nature of this Plan, it is not possible to determine with confidence the likely impacts or mitigation
measures required yet in detail. Any projects that may arise as a result of this plan will have a project level AA which
will assess these in detail and provide suitable mitigation measures where appropriate.

Environmental River Enhancement Programme (EREP)

The Environmental River Enhancement Programme (EREP) (IFI, 2008) is an OPW funded project that is being
coordinated and managed by Inland Fisheries Ireland. The Programme focuses on the enhancement of drained
Salmonid rivers in Ireland. The EREP involves two different approaches to enhancement, these being capital
enhancement and enhanced maintenance respectively. Infrastructural works that arise as a result of the EREP have
the potential to impact other designated features, however, the effects will overall be positive. Actions that may arise
as a result of the EREP will be considered at a project level, which will ensure that any cumulative or in-combination
impacts are addressed. Due to the high-level nature of this Programme, it is not possible to determine with confidence
the likely impacts or mitigation measures required yet in detail. Any projects that may arise as a result of this plan will
have a project level AA which will assess these in detail and provide suitable mitigation measures where appropriate.

Sustainable Development Goals National Implementation Plan 2018 - 2020

The Sustainable Development Goals National Implementation Plan 2018 - 2020 (DoCCAE, 2018) is in direct response
to the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and provides a whole-of-government approach to implement the 17
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). The Plan identifies four strategic priorities to guide implementation: 1)
Awareness: raise public awareness of the SDGs; 2) Participation: provide stakeholders opportunities to engage and
contribute to follow-up and review processes, and further develop national implementation of the Goals; 3) Support:
encourage and support efforts of communities and organisations to contribute towards meeting the SDGs, and foster
public participation; and 4) Policy alignment: develop alignment of national policy with the SDGs and identify
opportunities for policy coherence. Due to the high-level nature of this Programme, it is not possible to determine with
confidence the likely impacts or mitigation measures required yet in detail. Any projects that may arise as a result of
this plan will have a project level AA which will assess these in detail and provide suitable mitigation measures where
appropriate.

Regional Plans and Projects with Potential Cumulative and In-Combination Effects

Regional Plans and Projects that could have potential cumulative and in-combination effects were identified and are
described below:

Regional Spatial Economic Strategy 2020 - 2032

The Regional Spatial Economic Strategy 2020 - 2032 (RSES) for the Northern and Western Assembly area supports
the implementation of the NPF and the relevant economic policies and objectives of Government. The RSES provides
a roadmap for regional development, with the aim of creating healthy places and promoting sustainable communities.
A NIR was prepared for the RSES and the RSES and Plan require adherence to the requirements of the Habitats
Directive. Due to the high-level nature of this Plan, it is not possible to determine with confidence the likely impacts or

Galway City Metropolitan Area Strategic Plan (MASP)

The MASP area includes Galway City and its environs and the county settlements of Bearna, Oranmore and Baile
Chlair. The MASP is a strategic planning framework which identifies Strategic Growth Areas and opportunities for
regeneration. It identifies key infrastructure, services and facilities that will be required to support sustainable city
growth and regeneration. It sets out how the NPF population targets can be met in accordance with the principles of
sustainable development with the aim to deliver compact growth. The NIR for the RSES includes for the MASP area,
the RSES and Plan require adherence to the requirements of the Habitats Directive. Due to the high-level nature of
this Plan, it is not possible to determine with confidence the likely impacts or mitigation measures required yet in detail.
Any projects that may arise as a result of this plan will have a project level AA which will assess these in detail and
provide suitable mitigation measures where appropriate.

Shellfish Water Action Programmes / Pollution Reduction Programmes for Shellfish

Under the EU Shellfish Waters Directive, Ireland is obliged to establish measures to protect shellfish waters against
pollution and to safeguard certain shellfish populations from various harmful consequences, resulting from the
discharge of pollutant substances into the sea. Shellfish Action Plans will next be reviewed on a priority basis starting
in 2021 which is in line with the third River Basin Cycle under the Water Framework Directive.

The implementation of Groundwater and Surface Water Pollution Reduction Programmes will ensure compliance with
the EU Groundwater Directive (2006/118/EC) and the EU Water Framework Directive 2000 (2000/60/EC). Overall
impacts that may arise as a result of the Programmes are likely to be positive in nature. Actions that may arise as a
result of the Programmes, must be assessed further at a project level. Due to the high-level nature of these
Programmes, it is not possible to determine with confidence the likely impacts or mitigation measures required yet in
detail.

Groundwater Protection Schemes

Geological Survey Ireland (GSI), in partnership with Local Authorities, have completed Groundwater Protection
Schemes. Groundwater Protection Schemes have been completed on a county-by-county basis. A Groundwater
Protection Scheme provides guidelines for the planning and licensing authorities in carrying out their functions, and a
framework to assist in decision-making on the location, nature and control of developments and activities in order to
protect groundwater. Use of a scheme will help to ensure that within the planning and licensing processes due regard
is taken of the need to maintain the beneficial use of groundwater (GSI, 2021b). A Groundwater Protection Scheme
has not been developed for County Galway to date.

Catchment Flood Risk Management Plans

Catchment Flood Risk Assessment and Management (CFRAM) Studies and their product — Flood Risk Management
Plans (FRMPs) — are at the core of the national policy for flood risk management and the strategy for its
implementation. The aim of the CFRAM Studies is to:

e assess flood risk, through the identification of flood hazard areas and the associated impacts of flooding;

e identify viable structural and non-structural measures and options for managing the flood risks for localised
high-risk areas and within the catchment as a whole; and

e prepare a strategic Flood Risk Management Plan (FRMP) and associated Strategic Environmental
Assessment (SEA) that sets out the measures and policies that should be pursued to achieve the most cost
effective and sustainable management of flood risk.

The programme of measures resulting from the CFRAM studies may perpetuate significant effects on European sites
(Lough Corrib SAC, Lough Corrib SPA, Galway Bay Complex SAC, Inner Galway Bay SPA, Cregganna Marsh
SPA, Rahasane Turlough SAC, Rahasane Turlough SPA, Castletaylor Complex SAC, Kiltiernan Turlough SAC, and
Lough Fingall Complex SAC) in view of their conservation objectives. However, the Galway City Council Development
Plan includes the requirement for any development taking place within the city to undergo Screening for Appropriate
Assessment and/or Habitats Directive Assessment where necessary.

Galway County Development Plan 2022-2028 (draft)

Galway County Development Plan (GCDP) (2022 - 2028) is currently being prepared in accordance with the Planning
and Development Act 2000, having recently gone through a public consultation process.

The NIR is being produced to assess potential impacts to European Sites as a result of the plan. Actions that may
arise from the Galway CDP will be considered at a project level where appropriate, to ensure that any cumulative or
in-combination impacts are addressed.

Clare County Development Plan 2022 — 2028 (draft)

Clare County Development Plan (2022 - 2028) is being prepared in accordance with the Planning and Development
Act 2000. A NIR is being produced to assess potential impacts to European Sites as a result of the plan.

Key Local Plans with potential Cumulative and In-Combination Effects

Local Plans and Projects that could have potential cumulative and in-combination effects were identified and are
described below.

Galway City Local Economic and Community Plan 2015 - 2021

The Local Economic and Community Plan (LECP) for Galway 2015-2021 was developed by Galway City Council
through the Local Community Development Committee (LCDC) and the Economic Development, Enterprise Support
and Culture Strategic Policy Committee (SPC), in line with guidelines issued by the Department of Environment,
Community and Local Government. The plan sets out objectives and actions to a) promote and support economic
development and b) promote and support local and community development in Galway City, both by Galway City
Council itself and in partnership with other economic and community development stakeholders.

Galway City Biodiversity Action Plan 2014 - 2024

The Galway City Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP) aims to raise awareness of and promote the conservation of the
natural heritage and biodiversity of the City. The Plan provides a framework for the conservation of biodiversity at a
local level and helps ensure that national & international targets for biodiversity conservation can be achieved. A new
strategy for the protection, conservation and promotion of Galway City’s biodiversity is currently in preparation. The
Galway City BAP provides a framework for the conservation of biodiversity at a local level and helps ensure that
national and international targets for biodiversity conservation can be achieved, while at same time addressing local
priorities. Therefore, overall impacts will be positive. However, due to the high-level nature of this Plan, it is not possible
to determine with confidence the likely impacts or mitigation measures required yet in detail. Any projects that may
arise as a result of this plan will have a project level AA which will assess these in detail and provide suitable mitigation
measures where appropriate.

Galway City Climate Adaption Strategy 2019 - 2024

The Climate Adaption Strategy (2019 - 2024) for Galway City aims to make Galway City resilient to the effects of
climate change. The Strategy sets out 31 objectives for the adaptation of Galway City Council to the projected impacts
of climate change. In order to achieve the objectives, the Strategy includes 68 actions and sub actions to be
implemented by Galway City Council over the next ten years. The Sub actions are prioritised with 49 sub actions to
be delivered in the short-term, i.e., within the next five years. Therefore, overall impacts will be positive. However, due
to the high-level nature of this Plan, it is not possible to determine with confidence the likely impacts or mitigation
measures required yet in detail. Any projects that may arise as a result of this plan will have a project level AA which
will assess these in detail and provide suitable mitigation measures where appropriate.

The Strategy provides a vision of
place, design guidance and outlines
proposals to improve Galway’'s
streets and public spaces.

(Design Manual, Activity Manual
and Delivery Manual) to support the
Strategy’s implementation. A NIR
was prepared which highlighted
both positive and negative impacts
from the GPRS.

This is a significant flood relief

There is therefore no potential for in- combination
effects to occur with the transport elements of the Plan
as a result of the proposed development and extension
of port facilities at Galway Harbour.

The AA of the GTS identified that, in the absence of
mitigation measures, the GTS had the potential to
adversely affect the integrity of the following European
Sites through a range of impact pathways: Lough
Corrib SAC, Lough Corrib SPA, Galway Bay Complex
SAC, Inner Galway Bay SPA, Ross Lake and Woods
SAC, Cregganna Marsh SPA, Rahasane Turlough
SAC, Rahasane Turlough SPA, Castletaylor Complex
SAC, Kiltiernan Turlough SAC and Lough Fingall
Complex SAC. An AA has been carried out in relation
to the GTS which concluded that the GTS, either alone
or in-combination with any other plans or projects, and
in consideration of the mitigation measures therein, will
not adversely affect the integrity of any European sites.
The mitigation measures of the Plan outlined in this NIR
also include the requirement for any project arising
from the Plan to be assessed in terms of its potential to
impact on European site integrity in-combination with
any other plans and projects.

There is therefore no potential for in-combination
effects to occur from this plan in conjunction with the
Galway Transport Strategy.

Some potential for impact has been identified in the NIR
for the Galway Public Realm Strategy 2019. The
potential for impact has been mitigated for in Section
4.4 of the NIR for the GPRS. Alongside the mitigation
policies of the Plan outlined in this NIR, which includes
the requirement for any project arising from the Plan to
be assessed in terms of its potential to impact on
European site integrity in-combination with any other
plans and projects ensures that there will be no
potential for in-combination effects to occur from this
Development Plan.

The EIA and AA process will be followed in terms of
environmental assessment of the project. The
mitigation policies of the Plan outlined in this NIR,
includes the requirement for any project arising from
the Plan to be assessed in terms of its potential to
impact on European site integrity in-combination with
any other plans and projects ensures that there will be
no potential for in-combination effects to occur from this
Development Plan.

Planning and infrastructure may have localised adverse impacts. The City Development Plan includes policies to
ensure any plan or project follows the AA process where it is required.

Due to the high-level nature of this Plan, it is not possible to determine with confidence the likely impacts or mitigation
measures required yet in detail, and therefore actions that may arise as a result of these planning applications will be
considered at a project level. This will ensure that any cumulative or in-combination impacts are addressed. Project
level assessments will also be required to determine any potential mitigation measures, as these will be dependent
on the relevant project and any potential impacts that may arise as a result of this.

Conclusion of Cumulative and In-combination Impacts Assessment

The sources of impact from the Plan and other effects likely to arise from the above plans and projects have been
identified. The Plan has robust protective strategies, policies and objectives to ameliorate any potential impacts - see
Chapter 5 for details of both inherent mitigation within development focussed policies, and free-standing policies to
protect European Sites, including adherence to the requirement of the relevant EU Directives and environmental
considerations. Therefore, it can be concluded that through the implementation of the policies and objectives of the
Plan no negative in-combination effects to European sites are expected through the implementation of the Plan.



Mitigation Measures to Protect Habitats and Species

Galway City Development Plan will not in itself, cause any adverse impacts to the overall integrity of the European
sites within the ZOI of the Plan. However, projects that arise as a result of the Plan may have adverse effects.

Projects stemming from the Galway City Development Plan will apply a range of standard processes and measures
that will mitigate potential environmental impacts. While the applicability of processes and particular measures will be
dependent on the nature and scale of each project, examples of typical processes and measures that will be
implemented where applicable at the different stages of project implementation are set out in the below sections.

Chapter 5 Natural Heritage, Biodiversity, Recreation and Amenity host the majority of the mitigation policies that
provide overarching, inbuilt protection from adverse impacts of the plan. Some policies may appear in a number of
sub-categories to ensure inclusion at the higher as well as more specific areas of the plan.

Built into the plan is embedded mitigation to protect the European Sites, primarily Policy 5.2.2 which states: "Ensure
that all plans or projects within the Plan area will only be authorised and /or supported after the competent authority
has ascertained based on scientific evidence, screening for appropriate assessment and /or a Habitats Directive
Assessment that :

ii. The plan or project will have an adverse effect on the integrity of any European site (that does not host a priority
natural habitat type/and or a priority species) but there are no alternative solutions and the plan or project must
nevertheless be carried out for imperative reasons of overriding public interest, including those of a social or economic
nature. In this case, it will be a requirement to follow procedures set out in legislation and agree and undertake all
compensatory measures necessary to ensure the protection of the overall coherence of Natura 2000; or

iii. The plan or project will have an adverse effect on the integrity of any European site (that hosts a natural habitat
type and/or a priority species) but there are no alternative solutions and the plan or project must nevertheless be
carried out for imperative reasons for overriding public interest, restricted to reasons of human health or public safety,
to beneficial consequences of primary importance for the environment or, further to an opinion from the Commission,
to other imperative reasons of overriding public interest. In this case, it will be a requirement to follow procedures set
out in legislation and agree and undertake all compensatory measures necessary to ensure the protection of the
overall coherence of Natura 2000."

This Policy provides a comprehensive level of protection to the Natura 2000 network from plans or projects promoted
by the Local Plan within the Plan area.



There are a number of additional policies/objectives that provide mitigation in a more indirect manner to the Natura
2000 Network e.g. through enhancing local biodiversity which may play a role in providing support and resilience to
the Natura 2000 sites; or by provision of protection for water quality, which would play an important role in the health
of the ecosystems of a Natura 2000 site.

Prepare and implement a Tree Planting Strategy for the city which will provide for
long-term planting, protection and maintenance of trees, hedgerows and woodlands.

Prepare and implement a plan which identifies suitable parts of the road and street
network for the planting of trees and plant species that are biodiversity rich. Promote
good practice in hedgerow maintenance, including along roads.

Continue to implement measures to increase and restore biodiversity in open spaces
and road verges through the no mow grass management initiative and ornamental
pollinator projects such as the perennial bulb planting scheme.

Explore the potential for developing lands adjacent to Terryland Castle, Merlin Castle
and Menlough Castle for public realm and landscaping to enhance the context of the
Castles.

Assessment of Mitigation Measures - Timescale, Effectiveness, and Implementation

The mitigation measures, as outlined above, will be applied to any development proposal within the area of the Plan
for Galway City. Any plan, project of development proposal, both private and public, will be required to demonstrate
how it will meet these standards and comply with the plan provisions through the development management process.

As part of the development management process, applications will be referred for comments to relevant prescribed
authorities for comments, including the NPWS and An Taisce. In addition, monitoring of environmental standards will
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be carried out by the EPA, Inland Fisheries Ireland (IFl) and Irish Water. Irish Water has responsibility for prioritisation
of investment in water and wastewater projects.

The provisions of the Plan are effective for six years from the date of the adoption. The mitigation measures will be
implemented in most cases as development proposals and projects arise over the life of the plan. In general, planning
permissions last for five years from the date of grant of the permission; the conditions attached to the grant of
permission are valid both during construction of development and over the life of the development.

The Plan promotes the strategic importance of the AA process through the strategic goals/core strategy and policies
of the plan, in addition to specific references and objectives for the protection of European sites. The overall approach
to the protection of the wider environment serves indirectly to maintain the integrity and conservation status of the
European sites through preservation and extension of the green infrastructure networks which support species that
depend on European habitats and also for the protection and improvement of water quality in the city, which underpins
the integrity of many of the European sites.

Monitoring Measures to Safeguard Integrity of Sites

A complete suite of monitoring measures for Biodiversity, Flora and Fauna have been identified in the SEA
Environmental Report of the Plan. Monitoring commences once the Plan comes into force and continues over the
period of the Plan. The frequency of the monitoring process shall be carried out on an ongoing basis through the
assessment of planning applications and environmental monitoring programmes. Indicators are indicative and may
change over the period of the Plan, taking into consideration factors such as changes to monitoring programmes over
time and monitoring arrangements of other stakeholders.

Residual Impacts

The overarching legislative requirement of the plan is that the City Council will ensure that any plan/project and any
associated works in the City, individually or in combination with other plans or projects, are subject to AA Screening
to ensure there are no likely significant effects on the integrity of relevant European Sites and that the requirements
of Article 6(3) and 6(4) of the EU Habitats Directive are fully satisfied. Where a plan or project is likely to have a
significant effect on a European Site or there is uncertainty with regard to effects, it shall be subject to Appropriate
Assessment. The plan/project will proceed only after it has been ascertained any proposal has scientifically
demonstrated that it will not adversely affect the integrity of the site or where, in the absence of alternative solutions,
the plan/project is deemed imperative for reasons of overriding public interest in accordance with the provisions of
Article 6(3) and 6(4) of the EU Habitats Directive.

Given the comprehensive mitigation measures outlines in Tables 5-1 and 5.2, which include both inherent mitigation
within development focussed policies, and a number of stand-alone policies to protect European Sites, it is concluded
that there will be no residual impacts on the European Sites following the implementation or incorporation of mitigation
into the overall strategy, policies and objectives of the Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029.

Guidelines for Ecological Impact Assessment in the UK and Ireland - Terrestrial, Freshwater
and Coastal, Second Ed. (CIEEM, 2018)

Updates to Section 1.2 Legislative Context

The original draft assessment took recognition of the below cases, and these cases are specifically acknowledged
within this assessment.

Recent judgements of the Court of Justice of the European Union (CJEU) and how they are used in this assessment
are:

e The CJEU issued a ruling on the consideration of avoidance and reduction measures as a result of the case
known as People over Wind, Peter Sweetman v Coillte Teoranta (Case C-323/17). This judgement stated that
measures intended to reduce or avoid effects on a European site should only be considered within the
framework of an AA, and it is not permissible to take into account such measures at the screening stage. In
practice, this means that any activities that are not integral to the project (i.e. the project could conceivably
take place without them) and have the effect of avoiding or reducing an impact on a European site, cannot be
considered at the screening stage.

e The CJEU ruling in the case of Grace & Sweetman [2018] (C-164/17) clarified the difference between
avoidance and reduction (mitigation) measures and compensation. Measures intended to compensate for the
negative effects of a project cannot be taken into account in the assessment of the implications of a project,
and instead are considered under Article 6(4). This means that any project where an effect on the integrity of
a European site remains and can only be offset by compensation, would need to proceed under Article 6(4),
demonstrating “imperative reasons of overriding public interest”.

e The judgements referred to as the Dutch Nitrogen cases [2018] (C-293/17 and C-294/17) have important
implications for projects that could potentially impact on sites that are exceeding critical thresholds for input
of damaging ammonia (but could also reasonably apply where other nutrients are impacting European sites).
The judgements state that the use of thresholds to exclude project impacts is acceptable in principle, and that
strategic plans can be used as mitigation but only with consideration of the certainty (or otherwise) of the
outcomes of those strategic plans. It clarifies that where the status of a habitat type is already unfavourable
the possibility of authorising activities which increase the problem is necessarily limited.

e The CJEU ruling in the case of Holohan v An Bord Pleanala (C-462/17) also clarified the importance in AA of
taking into account habitat types and species outside the boundary of the European site, where implications
of the impacts on those habitat and species may impact the conservation objectives of the European site. In
this assessment functionally linked and supporting habitat for species outside of European site boundaries
are assessed where they could potentially impact the conservation objectives of any screened in European
sites.
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¢ In Heather Hill Management Company CLG v An Bord Pleanala (Burkeway Homes Limited as Notice Party)
[2019] IEHC 450 the Applicants claimed that the Board incorrectly determined that the proposed development
was not likely to have significant effects on a European site and that it failed to carry out proper AA screening,
pursuant to Directive 92/43/EEC (the Habitats Directive). The court held that the Board had relied on a
commitment to comply with 'best practice measures' during construction in order to minimise any emissions
into the Trusky Stream, which was identified as being a potential pathway to the SPA and SAC in Galway
Bay. The court held that this commitment to comply with 'best practice measures' represented an avoidance
or reduction measure that must be excluded for the purposes of reaching a screening determination. The
Board had sought to rely on the Inspector's report which stated that the best practice measures in place to
minimise emissions to the Trusky stream were not intended to reduce or avoid any harmful effect on a
European site as any harmful effects would be dissipated by tidal currents. The court held that the
determination of whether there was significant effect did not rest exclusively on the tidal dissipation. The
Inspector and Board were relying on the combined effect of this and the 'best practice measures' to make this
determination. On that basis, the court rejected the Board's argument and held that it should have proceeded
to a stage 2 AA and requested a Natura Impact Statement from the developer.

Screening Categories

The amended development policies objectives and land use zoning changes have initially been screened following
the methodology set out in DTA Publications Habitats Regulations Assessment Handbook (DTA 2021). Each
proposed Material Alteration is allocated one or more screening categories, shown in Table 11-1 below. The results
of the initial screening are shown in Table 6-1. Where a number of categories to screen out a policy, objective or
zoning change are applicable, the most relevant categories are listed in the table. The screening outcome includes
any relevant in-combination assessment outcomes.

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Changes in the Natura Network

A check for changes in SAC and SPA boundaries or Qualifying Interests was undertaken. The original GIS datasets
provided by the NPWS were checked against the new dataset downloaded July 2022. Each Natura site has a version
incorporated into the dataset, and the two datasets were compared, using the version numbers. Changes in the
Natura Network were found in the following SACs outline in Table 6-2.

Galway Bay Complex SAC was combined into one shapefile,
incorporating the previously separate Clare and Galway shapefiles. No major changes were observed between the
versions.

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Conclusion

The proposed Material Alterations to the Draft Galway City Development Plan 2023-2029 in relation to policies,
objectives and land use zoning changes were assessed for impact. The majority of the alterations were screened out,
but a small number of proposed Material Alterations were screened in. Many of the policies and objective amendments
were changes to already screened policies/objectives.

Each of these alterations / amendments were assessed against the existing mitigation measures put forward in the
Draft Plan (See Section 5, Mitigation Measures to Protect Habitats and Species) which contains comprehensive
measures to protect habitats and species. The amended policies and objectives were also assessed in-combination
with the projects identified in Section 4.6. It is considered that the Plan contains sufficient inherent mitigation and that,
combined with project-level assessment and mitigation within the AA process, that Natura 2000 sites would not be
impacted for the Material Alterations that were screened in.

Conclusion

Stage 1 Screening and Stage 2 AA of Galway City Development Plan has been carried out. Implementation of the
Plan has the potential to result in impacts to the integrity of the European sites, if unmitigated.

The risks to safeguarding the integrity of the qualifying interests and conservation objectives of the European Sites
have been addressed by the inclusion of mitigation measures that will prioritise the avoidance of impacts in the first
place and mitigate impacts where these cannot be avoided. In addition, all lower level plans and projects arising
through implementation of the Plan will themselves be subject to the AA process when further details of design and
location are known.

Having incorporated mitigation measures, it is considered that the Plan 2023-2029 will not have a significant adverse
impact on the integrity of the European Sites.

The Plan covers Galway City and includes, or is
immediately adjacent to, a number of European sites.

The size and scale of individual developments within the
Plan area will determine the magnitude of direct and
indirect impacts on European sites intersecting and outside
of the Plan area.

The Plan may involve development of neighbouring
European sites therefore there may be direct impacts in this
regard.

There is potential for a direct loss or fragmentation of
habitats arising from development requirements. The
European sites potentially affected are those located within
the Plan boundary. See below:

e Galway Bay Complex SAC,
e Inner Galway Bay SPA,

e Lough Corrib SAC, and

e Lough Corrib SPA.

The Distances to European sites are provided in Appendix
A.

The Plan is adjacent to, or has hydrological connections to,
a number of European sites whose favourable conservation
status is determined by the hydrological regime. Many of
these sites support marine water-dependant or
groundwater-dependant qualifying interests (See Section
4.2)

The qualifying interests of coastal sites are dependent on
the tidal regime and have varying sensitivities to
hydrological change and are adversely affected by
inappropriate development.

Groundwater-dependant features are located within sites in
East Galway, which is a highly karstified region.

The Plan is adjacent to, or has hydrological connections to,
a number of European sites whose favourable conservation
status is determined by water quality. There is potential for
contamination of freshwater sites, such as Lough Corrib
and the River Corrib, through runoff from development
during the construction or operational phases.

There is the potential for contamination of marine water in
Galway Bay during construction or operation of
developments, through diffuse runoff, direct outfalls from
development, wastewater emissions or through connected



Emissions

freshwater features.

Contamination may arise in all waters through poor working
practices, leakages or accidental spillage of materials if
efficient pollution control measures are not fully
implemented and maintained.

There is potential for disturbance to wildlife from individual
elements of the Plan. Sites that are within the Plan area, or
immediately adjacent, are significantly at risk of disturbance
through inappropriate development. Sources of disturbance
include noise, vibration, light, construction and operation
activities.

Consequently, there is potential for a significant adverse
effect on the integrity of these sites and their conservation
objectives. The European sites potentially affected are:

e Galway Bay Complex SAC,

e Inner Galway Bay SPA,

e Lough Corrib SAC,

e Lough Corrib SPA,

e Ardrahan Grassland SAC,

e Castletaylor Complex SAC,

e Kiltiernan Turlough SAC,

e Lough Fingall Complex SAC,

e Rahasane Turlough SAC,

e Rahasane Turlough SPA, and

e Cregganna Marsh SPA.

Surface Water Run-off and Pollution Events during the
Construction of Lands Zoned for Development in
Proximity to Lough Corrib SAC/SPA, Galway Bay SAC
and Inner Galway Bay SPA

Surface water run-off from construction site areas adjacent
to the freshwater and coastal areas can potentially cause
siltation loadings which has a detrimental effect on fish and
other aquatic life. Accumulated silt runoff can compromise
the integrity of aquatic biodiversity at both coastal and
freshwater sites.

The storage of fuels, lubricants and other polluting
materials on construction sites adjacent to watercourses
will present a risk of a pollution incident occurring. The
ingress of pollutants will have the potential to result in
significant perturbations to the water quality and could
affect the conservation status of qualifying habitats and
species downstream in or of Lough Corrib SAC/SPA,
Galway Bay SAC and Inner Galway Bay SPA.



Excavation
Requirements

Wastewater

All municipal waste discharges from Galway City entering
Galway Bay are through the Mutton Island Waste Water
Treatment Plant (WWTP). Other major contributions are
from discharge of the River Corrib into the Bay. As a result,
inputs from the catchment discharging into Lough Corrib
and the River Corrib ultimately discharge into the estuary
and Bay area. There are also minor contributions from
other municipal discharges around the Bay including
Carraroe, Spiddal, Ballyvaughan and Kinvara. Additionally,
under Project Ireland 2040, an upgrade to Galway City
waste water system has been proposed.

There is the potential for contamination of marine water in
Galway Bay from wastewater emissions. The primary
discharge to Galway Bay arises from the Mutton Island
WWTP. However, the plant has had a significant positive
impact on water quality within the Bay.

The Galway City Development Plan set out a number of
policies and objectives in relation to wastewater collection
and treatment and water services. These policies, if
implemented, will protect the River Corrib and by extension
Galway Bay SAC and Inner Galway Bay SPA areas and
other sites listed within the zone of influence from
wastewater discharges which may otherwise contaminate
water resources and habitats.

Noise and Air Emissions
Construction

There is potential for noise disturbance to wildlife from
development and recreational activities associated with the
individual elements of the Plan.

Qualifying species of the Inner Galway Bay SPA and Lough
Corrib SPA e.g. wild birds and waterfowl can potentially be
impacted due to construction and operational activities
proposed within the Plan area. Birds are sensitive to
extensive noise levels which can alter their distribution and
densities. There is potential for disturbance from a range of
development types proposed within the Plan boundary and
supported by the Plan such as the development of Galway
Harbour, Galway Transport Strategy projects being
advanced including the N6 GCRR and recreational
developments along the River Corrib, coast and near Lough
Atalia. The sensitivity of the location of any proposed
development and the types of disturbance will determine
the extent of disturbance among species.

Any new development proposed within the Plan area will
involve varying levels of excavation works depending on



the scale of the development.

There is potential for direct impacts to European sites within
the Plan boundary area as a result of excavation works.
However, excessive runoff and contamination events can
potentially have negative consequences for qualifying
interests and the conservation objectives of many
groundwater based sites within the Plan zone of influence
area e.g. Ardrahan Grassland SAC; Castletaylor Complex
SAC; Kiltiernan Turlough SAC; Lough Fingall Complex
SAC; Rahasane Turlough SAC; Rahasane Turlough SPA;
Cregganna Marsh SPA.

The potential impacts of excavations associated with the
construction phase of developments within the Plan area
are outlined above in relation to emissions from
construction of lands zoned for development.

Transportation Construction Requirements

requirements Proposed construction developments within the Plan area
will involve the transport of materials to and from
construction areas leading to potential spillages and runoff
into watercourses directly linked to European sites e.g.,
Terryland River and Lough Corrib SAC both draining to
Galway Bay SAC and Inner Galway Bay SPA. Such
materials include; petrol, diesel, top soils, aggregate,
hydrocarbons and chemicals. This can result in major
adverse impacts on downstream areas of Lough Corrib
SAC and coastal areas of Galway Bay SAC and Inner
Galway Bay SPA.

Operational Requirements

Due to the proposed transport upgrades as well as a likely
increase in population within the Plan area there will likely
be increased traffic as a result. This increases the potential
for road pollutant runoff into the River Corrib and Terryland
River and conduit drains particularly during rainfall events.
Pollutants include hydrocarbons and heavy metals runoff
which, in excess, can exert to all forms of aquatic life. In
addition, such pollutants prevent gaseous exchange at the
water surface leading to reduced dissolved oxygen in the

water body.
Describe any likely changes to European sites arising as a result of:
Reduction of habitat There is potential for a direct loss or fragmentation of
area habitats arising from land-take requirements. The European

sites potentially affected are:
e Galway Bay Complex SAC
e Inner Galway Bay SPA
e Lough Corrib SAC
e Lough Corrib SPA

Direct habitat loss is caused where there is complete
removal of a habitat type. Habitat loss can also occur



Disturbance of key
species

through the reduction of habitat quality and a loss of
important habitat functions. It can arise from the
introduction of invasive non-native species, toxic
contamination, or physical alteration. European sites as
listed above are vulnerable in relation to water quality as
the habitats and species are sensitive to changes in
groundwater flow or surface water run-off.

There is potential that the designated sites within the
functional area of the plan may be either directly or
indirectly adversely affected in this manner through the
implementation of the Plan. Development either in isolation
or in combination with other similar developments can
potentially lead to significant adverse impacts on the
environment with long term consequences. Construction of
riverside amenities could lead to loss of habitats if
inappropriately located within the boundaries of a
designated site. Installation of linear infrastructure such as
roads and expansion of port facilities can cause negative
impact over a wide distance where such infrastructure
crosses designated sites and potentially extend tenuous
impacts to designated sites located outside the Plan
boundary area.

Impacts can include habitat or species fragmentation
where, for example, birds within Lough Corrib SPA are
disturbed through development or infrastructure can disturb
the migration of salmon within the Corrib.

Disturbance to species supported by European sites is
likely to occur where there is an increase in activity levels
from recreation and amenity or from developments within or
adjacent to designated areas. Sources of disturbance
include noise, vibration, light, construction and operation
activities or other sources of disturbance arising from
recreation and amenity or from the inappropriate timing of
works.

Elements of the proposed plan such as construction activity
during new development phases and the proposed traffic
and harbour facilities both supported by the Plan has the
potential to negatively affect key qualifying species which
rely on good water quality particularly in European sites
within the boundary of the Plan area. Due to the
considerable scale of both the Harbour and Transport
projects, there is potential for impacts to extend across
European site.

Changes in the ecological status of the River Corrib or
Terryland River could potentially lead to reduced water
quality in hydrologically connected sites i.e. Galway Bay
SAC and Inner Galway Bay SPA. Reduction in water quality
could potentially interfere with the structure and function of
these coastal habitats resulting in negative impacts to the
distribution or densities of qualifying flora and fauna.



Habitat or species
fragmentation

Reduction in species
density

Sensitive species likely to occur within the Plan area are
Otter Lutra lutra, an Annex Il species and qualifying species
of Lough Corrib SAC and Galway Bay SAC, which are
potentially vulnerable to disturbance from proposed
construction activity and general disturbances within the
Plan area. Any alterations to their coastal or freshwater
habitats could potentially impact the density and distribution
of this species throughout the SAC sites. Migratory salmon
Salmo salar and Lamprey species, both key qualifying
species of Lough Corrib SAC, are particularly vulnerable to
vibration (river sediment immobilisation) and silt/chemical
runoff through construction activities.

As previously discussed, wildfowl and waterbirds
designated for Lough Corrib SPA and Inner Galway Bay
SPA are likely to forage in wetland and estuarine habitats of
the Plan boundary respectively. Noise from proposed
construction activity and increases in traffic and resident
populations would possibly deter species from this area
temporarily. In addition, disturbance during sensitive
periods, such as winter season could negatively affect their
distribution and numbers around the SPA areas.

Habitat and species fragmentation can occur through the
breaking up of or loss of habitats resulting in interference
with existing ecological units. Fragmentation can also result
from impediments to the natural movements of species.
This is relevant where important corridors for movement or
migration are likely to be disrupted such as along river
corridors during construction as it could form a barrier to the
free movement of species from one habitat to another.

Impacts can include habitat or species fragmentation
where, for example, newly installed bridges disturb the
migration of salmon. Disturbance impacts to birds, can also
lead to fragmentation of bird populations from riverside and
coastal amenity development such as walking and cycling
paths.

Indirectly, any alteration to the hydrological regime,
contamination events or disturbance would limit the extent
of suitable habitat available to support the habitats and
species for which the proximal European sites are
designated. It is also likely that these events would alter
the natural food chain, resulting in likely alterations to the
distribution of species. These changes could negatively
affect the structure and function of the site, and impact on
the long-term distribution of species for which the site is
designated.

Poor construction practices during developments could
result in a reduction in river water quality. Any perturbation
to water quality in the River Corrib or Terryland River could,
by extension, pose adverse impacts in key species
densities occurring within hydrologically connected, Lough
Corrib SAC, Galway Bay SAC and Inner Galway Bay SPA



Changes in key
indicators of
conservation status

area.

An alteration to the hydrological regime could cause
deterioration in the extent and quality of associated habitats
such as wetlands and estuarine areas which would in turn
reduce the extent of habitat available to dependant aquatic
species.

A reduction in water quality through increased siltation or
pollutant loadings would directly affect aquatic plants and
animals in the River Corrib and Terryland Rivers and
extend a knock-on effect to downstream European sites
stated previously.

Key indicators of conservation value for those European
sites include water quality, hydrogeological and hydrological
regime. Impacts on these sites may occur due to the
hydrological connection between the sites and the Plan area.
Implementation of the Plan could result in alterations to the
hydrological regime or physical environment of the sites due
to drainage, alteration of flow regime and discharges of
pollutants to watercourses. Runoff from proposed
developments or discharge from wastewater or storm water
from the Plan area to the River Corrib or Terryland River
could potentially impact on downstream water quality within
those European sites occurring downstream of the Plan
area.

The European Commission (2006) Explanatory Notes and
Guidelines for the Assessment, Monitoring and Reporting
under Article 17 of the Habitats Directive outlines key
indicators for assessing the conservation status of
designated sites.

The key indicators for assessing the conservation status of
Annex | qualifying habitats are:

Specific structures and functions: Raised Bogs,
Turloughs, and Alkaline Fens are some of the groundwater
dependent habitats within the European sites within the zone
of influence of the Plan area. The structure of these habitats
and other hydrologically influenced habitats which are
connected to the Plan area are dependent on the
connectivity and quality of surface and groundwater systems.
These habitats function as breeding and foraging habitats for
a range of “key species”. This function is maintained by
ensuring the hydrological integrity (which includes structure
and water quality) of European sites and their associated
water bodies/features.

Itis unclear as to the full potential for adverse impacts on
structures and functions of these sites due to lack of detailed
mapping indicating pathways. However, a precautionary
principle in this case is vital to ensure all potential, albeit
tenuous connections are considered.



Climate change

Future prospects: The Plan policies and objectives and the
approach of the Plan to ensuring adverse impacts to the
environment are avoided will ensure that Plan will not
negatively influence the status of Annex | habitats which
occur within hydrologically connected European sites.

The key indicators for assessing the conservation status of
Annex Il key species are:

Range: As outlined above the elements of the Plan will not
result in direct impacts to European sites under
consideration.

Population: Development resulting from the Galway City
Development Plan will not be granted planning permission
should likely significant effects to populations of key species
be identified. Therefore, as only projects which will not result
in direct or indirect impacts to the SAC or SPA will be
permitted, the populations of key species will not be affected
as a result of the proposed zoning variation in the new Plan.

Habitat for the species: The mitigation policies and
objectives set out in the Plan will ensure that the
conservation status of the habitats which support the
qualifying species of the European sites is maintained.

Future Prospects: The mitigation policies and objectives
of the Plan and the recommendations set out in this
Appropriate Assessment will ensure that the adoption of the
Plan will not jeopardise the future prospects of qualifying
species supported by the European sites intersecting the
Plan boundary and those within the zone of influence.

Climate Action will be a significant cross cutting theme in the
City Development Plan.

Climate change may result in increased flood levels in the
River Corrib increasing flow rates and hydraulic movements
downstream to Galway Bay. Pollutant runoff and bank
erosion as a result of increased flood events can potentially
alter habitat quality in summer breeding sites for migratory
birds of the SPA areas which results in an alteration in their
distribution elsewhere. As Inner Galway Bay SPA,
Cregganna Marsh SPA and Lough Corrib SPA supports a
diversity of waterfowl, these factors may be significant in
the future.

Describe any likely impacts on the European Site as a whole in terms of:

Interference with key
relationships that define
the structure of the site

The surface and groundwater influences of hydrologically
connected sites and associated watercourses are the key
features that define the structure of the European sites. Any
impacts to qualifying habitats; instream habitats; or the
connectivity of the freshwater ecosystems will have the
potential to negatively impact on the structure of
hydrologically connected European sites.



The Plan will not result in adverse effects to the qualifying
Annex | habitats or instream habitats; providing that the
Plan mitigating policies and objectives are adhered too.

Potential impacts which could result in adverse effects to
the water quality of surface watercourses will in turn have
the potential to negatively impact Annex | habitats and/or
populations of qualifying species for European sites.

The relationship of species and habitats with the abiotic
factors that determine the structure and function of aquatic
European sites are the key relationship that defines the
function of the relevant European sites.

Following a review of the individual elements of the Plan and other plans and projects it is
considered that there is potential for significant adverse effects on individual European
sites for the following reasons:

The potential direct (in situ) and indirect (ex situ) adverse impacts of
proposed zoned developments adjacent to Lough Corrib SAC/SPA, Galway
Bay SAC and Inner Galway Bay SPA and any other important locally
connected water-dependent aquatic habitats downstream.

The potential adverse impacts on groundwater dependant European sites
within the zone of influence of the Plan area.

The impact of noise disturbance to qualifying species of proximate SPA sites
particularly Inner Galway Bay SPA and Lough Corrib SPA.

The size and scale of individual developments within the Plan area will
determine the magnitude of impacts on European sites.

The policies and objectives outlined in the Plan will ensure that no elements
of the Plan represent a risk to the current range of qualifying habitats
supported by European sites.

The scale of magnitude of impacts to European sites is currently unclear;
therefore, a Stage 2 Appropriate Assessment with supporting Natura
Impact Report (NIR) is required.
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Screening methodology

In accordance with DEHLG guidance, the key to determining if an AA is required for a Plan, is
in the assessment of whether the plan and its policies and objectives are likely to have a
significant effect on a European site.

Mitigation, Avoidance and Protective Measures

Following the People over Wind & Sweetman v Coillte Teoranta Case C-323/17, the
assessment does not consider protective, avoidance or mitigation measures for stage 1
Screening. These measures are carried forward and considered as part of the stage 2 AA.

Development Policies

The development policies have initially been screened following the methodology set out in
DTA Publications Habitats Regulations Assessment Handbook (DTA 2021). Each policy is
allocated one or more screening categories, shown in Table 6-1 below. The results of the initial
screening are shown in Table C-2 Where a number of categories to screen out a policy are
applicable, the most relevant categories are listed in the table. The screening outcome includes
any relevant in-combination assessment outcomes.

Conservation Objectives

Conservation Objectives of European sites

The integrity of a European site (referred to in Article 6.3 of the EU Habitats Directive) is determined based on the
conservation status of the qualifying features of the SAC or SPA as set out above.

European and National legislation places a collective obligation on Ireland and its citizens to maintain at favourable
conservation status areas designated as SAC and SPA. The Government and its agencies are responsible for the
implementation and enforcement of regulations that will ensure the ecological integrity of these sites. According to the
EU Habitats Directive, favourable conservation status of a habitat is achieved when:

e its natural range, and area it covers within that range, are stable or increasing;

o the specific structure and functions which are necessary for its long-term maintenance exist and are likely to
continue to exist for the foreseeable future; and

o the conservation status of its typical species is favourable.

The favourable conservation status of a species is achieved when:

e Population dynamics data on the species concerned indicate that it is maintaining itself on a long-term basis
as a viable component of its natural habitats;

e The natural range of the species is neither being reduced nor is likely to be reduced for the foreseeable future;
and

e There is, and will probably continue to be, a sufficiently large habitat to maintain its populations on a long-
term basis.

Conservation Objectives for Galway Bay Complex SAC [Site Code: 000268]

Situated on the west coast of Ireland, the SAC site comprises the inner, shallow part of a large Bay which is partially
sheltered by the Aran Islands. The Burren karstic limestone fringes the southern sides and extends into the sublittoral.
West of Galway city the bedrock geology is granite. There are numerous shallow and intertidal inlets on the eastern
and southern sides. A number of small islands composed of glacial deposits are located along the eastern side. A
diverse range of marine, coastal and terrestrial habitats, including several listed on Annex | of the EU Habitats
Directive, occur within the site, making the area of high scientific importance.

This large coastal site is of immense conservation importance, with many habitats listed on Annex | of the EU Habitats
Directive, four of which have priority status: lagoon, Cladium fen, turlough and orchid-rich calcareous grassland. The
examples of shallow bays, reefs, lagoons and salt marshes are amongst the best in the country. The site supports an
important common seal colony and a breeding otter population, both species that are listed on Annex Il of the EU
Habitats Directive, and six regular Annex | EU Birds Directive species. The site also has four Red Data Book plant
species, plus a host of rare or scarce marine and lagoonal animal and plant species. The site supports two wintering
species having populations of international importance and a further sixteen species having populations of

International importance. The breeding colonies of sandwich tern, common tern and cormorant are also of national
importance. Also of note is that seven of the regularly occurring species are listed on Annex | of the EU Birds Directive,
such as red-throated diver, black-throated diver, great northern diver, golden plover, bar-tailed godwit, sandwich tern
and common tern.

Inner Galway Bay SPA [Site Code: 004031]

Galway Bay SPA is a very large, marine-dominated, site comprising the inner bay with subsidiary bays and inlets and
it is a very important ornithological site. The shallow waters provide excellent habitat for great northern divers, black-
throated divers, scaup, long-tailed duck and red-breasted merganser. All of these populations are of national
importance. The intertidal areas and shoreline provides feeding and roosting habitat for wintering waterfowl, with brent
goose having a population of international importance and a further eleven species having populations of national
importance. Four of the regular wintering species are listed on Annex | of the EU Birds Directive - golden plover, bar-
tailed godwit and the two diver species. Breeding birds are also of importance, with significant populations of sandwich
terns and common terns, both also being listed on Annex | of the EU Directive. A large cormorant colony occurs on
Deer Island.

Site specific conservation objectives have been prepared for the Inner Galway Bay SPA. The detailed conservation
objectives for each of the qualifying interests are provided in the Conservation Objectives document available on the
NPWS website, as follows;

Lough Corrib SAC [Site Code: 000297]

Lough Corrib is situated to the north of Galway city and is the second largest lake in Ireland. This site is of major
conservation importance and includes fourteen habitats listed on Annex | of the EU Habitats Directive. Six of these
are priority habitats - petrifying springs, Cladium fen, active raised bog, limestone pavement, bog woodland and
orchid-rich calcareous grassland. The other annexed habitats present include hard water lakes, lowland oligotrophic
lakes, oligotrophic to mesotrophic lakes, floating river vegetation, alkaline fens, degraded raised bogs,
Rhynchosporion vegetation, Molinia meadows and old oak woodlands. Species present on the site that are listed on
Annex Il of this directive are sea lamprey, brook lamprey, Atlantic salmon, white-clawed crayfish, freshwater pearl
mussel, otter, lesser horseshoe bat, slender naiad (also listed under the Flora (Protection) Order, 1999) and the moss
Drepanocladus vernicosus. The shallow, lime-rich waters of the southern basin of the lake support one of the most
extensive beds of stoneworts (Charophytes) in Ireland. The alkaline fen vegetation includes the slender cottongrass
(Eriophorum gracile), a species protected under the Flora (Protection) Order, 1999. Wet meadows occur in seasonally
flooded areas close to the lakeshore

Lough Corrib SPA [Site Code: 004042]

Lough Corrib is one of the top ornithological sites in the country, and easily qualifies for international
importance on the basis of numbers of wintering birds using it. It is also of international importance for its
population of Pochard. There are a further seven species of wintering waterfowl that have populations of
national importance. Its populations of breeding gulls and terns are also notable, with nationally important
numbers of Common Tern, Arctic Tern, Common Gull and Black-headed Gull. The site is now the most
important in the country for nesting Common Scoter. It is of note that several of the species which occur
regularly are listed on Annex | of the E.U. Birds Directive, i.e. Whooper Swan, Greenland White-fronted Goose,
Golden Plover, Common Tern and Arctic Tern. The site has been relatively well monitored for birds in recent
years. Research is required into the reasons for the decline of the breeding gull populations.

There are no site-specific Conservation Objectives for Lough Corrib SPA. However, the generic conservation
objectives set out by the NPWS for the maintenance of habitats and species within European sites at
favourable conservation status condition will contribute to the overall maintenance of favourable
conservation status of those habitats and species at a national level.

Ardrahan Grassland SAC [Site Code: 002244]

This site lies immediately west and north of Ardrahan in south Co. Galway. The site contains a good example
of limestone pavement, a priority habitat listed on Annex | of the EU Habitats Directive, a small though
excellent example of the Annex | habitat alpine heath, along with one other Annex | habitat, juniper scrub.
The southern and western part of the area is of significant interest due to the low intensity of management in
the area. In the north of the site juniper scrub forms a dense mat over limestone pavement. Further south it
occurs on higher undulating ground over a species-rich calcareous heath. Brackloon Lough occurs in the
south of the site and is a fine example of a small shallow marl lake, one of very few in this locality. Although
small the lake seems in a relatively natural state. Two small turloughs are also present within the site. Bird
species recorded from the site include snipe, mute swan and curlew

Castletaylor Complex SAC [Site Code: 000242]

This site is situated approximately 4km southeast of Kilcolgan and lies in gently undulating limestone
topography. Although relatively small in area, the site contains a diverse range of habitats, including five EU
Habitats Directive Annex | habitats - turloughs, limestone pavement, orchid-rich calcareous grassland, alpine
heath and juniper scrub. The first three of these are listed as priority habitats under the Directive. The site
supports an extensive area of sedge fen vegetation. The eastern and much of the southern parts of the site
are dominated by dry broadleaved woodland. Some mature planted conifers are found to the south of the
road. The turlough does not hold any significant wintering populations of birds, owing to the extreme
oligotrophic conditions.

There are no site-specific Conservation Objectives for Castletaylor Complex SAC. However, the generic
conservation objectives set out by the NPWS for the maintenance of habitats and species within European
sites at favourable conservation status condition will contribute to the overall maintenance of favourable
conservation status of those habitats and species at a national level.

Objective: To maintain or restore the favourable conservation condition of the Annex | habitat(s) and/or the
Annex Il species for which the SAC has been selected.

Kiltiernan Turlough Complex SAC [Site Code: 001285]

Kiltiernan Turlough is a simple, linear depression running south westwards from the main Galway- Limerick
road. The site is listed for the Annex | priority habitat turloughs and, as such, the site is of considerable
conservation significance. Kiltiernan Turlough is an example of a partly modified, relatively dry turlough,
without any accumulation of peat. It includes a variety of typical dry turlough vegetation types and is notable
for the presence of the rare plant species, alder buckthorn and fen violet.

Site specific conservation objectives have been prepared for the Kilternan Turlough Complex SAC. The detailed
conservation objectives for each of the qualifying interests are provided in the Conservation Objectives document
available on the NPWS website, as follows;

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Lough Fingall Complex SAC [Site Code: 000606]

This site is situated immediately south-east of Ballindeereen and within 2km of Galway Bay. This site is of
great conservation importance for the presence of six habitats listed on Annex | of the EU Habitats Directive,
including four priority habitats. The transitions and gradations between habitats, for example between
turloughs, lakes and limestone pavement, gives rise to a range of physical conditions that favour many
uncommon species. In addition, the site supports an internationally important population of Lesser
Horseshoe bats. The site is of local importance for wintering waterfowl, particularly Lapwing (max. count 381
in 1995/96), and has breeding Lapwing (6 pairs 1996). Some scarce invertebrate species have been recorded
from the Lough Fingall area.

Site specific conservation objectives have been prepared for the Lough Fingall Complex SAC. The detailed
conservation objectives for each of the qualifying interests are provided in the Conservation Objectives document
available on the NPWS website, as follows;

Rahasane Turlough SAC [Site Code: 000322]

Rahasane Turlough lies in gently undulating land, approximately = 2km west of Craughwell, Co. Galway.
Rahasane Turlough is of international significance as an Annex | priority habitat under the EU Habitats
Directive and it is of major ecological significance as an example of a large turlough, which still function
naturally.

Rahasane Turlough SPA [Site Code: 004089]

Rahasane Turlough SPA is of high ornithological importance and supports seven species of national
importance. The wigeon and golden plover populations are of particular note as they each represent
approximately 4% of the national totals of these species. The occurrence of Greenland white fronted goose,
whooper swan and golden plover is of importance as these species are listed on Annex | of the EU Birds
Directive. It is the most important turlough for birdlife in the country. In a relatively recent national survey, it
was also rated very highly for its vegetation, and supports two rare species listed in the Irish Red Data Book.

There are no site-specific Conservation Objectives for Rahasane Turlough SPA. However, the generic
conservation objectives set out by the NPWS for the maintenance of habitats and species within European
sites at favourable conservation status condition will contribute to the overall maintenance of favourable
conservation status of those habitats and species at a national level.

Objective: To maintain or restore the favourable conservation condition of the Annex | habitat(s) and/or the
Annex Il species for which the SAC has been selected.

Cregganna Marsh SPA [Site Code: 004142]

Cregganna Marsh is situated 3km south of Oranmore, to the west of the Galway — Ennis road. The birds using this
site form part of the Rahasane flock. Greenland white-fronted goose is an Annex | of the EU Birds Directive. The
dominant habitats on the site are lowland wet grassland and improved grassland, but areas of limestone pavement
and other exposed rock, hazel scrub, freshwater marsh, drainage ditches and dry grassland are also represented.
The site is of major conservation importance as a feeding site for a nationally important flock of Greenland white-
fronted geese.



There are no site-specific Conservation Objectives for Cregganna Marsh SPA. However, the generic conservation
objectives set out by the NPWS for the maintenance of habitats and species within European sites at favourable
conservation status condition will contribute to the overall maintenance of favourable conservation status of those
habitats and species at a national level.
